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How to Run for Delegate to the 2012 National Convention in Charlotte, NC
1. January 9 – 5:00 PM May 8, 2012 – file with the State Party
a. No cost. 
b. Must indicate which candidate you support. 
c. You may file to run for your congressional district or an at-large position or both.

2. April 14, 2012 - County Conventions held in each county


(not mandatory to run, but helpful to participate)
a. Counties are allotted delegates based on their vote share in gubernatorial race

b. County Delegates are elected to go to the State Convention

3. May 8 - Primary

a. The vote of the people determines how many delegates each presidential candidate receives per congressional in West Virginia

b. Candidates must get at least 15% of the vote to qualify for any delegates

4. May 18 – State Party produces list of all delegate candidates

5. June 8 - State Convention Charleston Civic Center, Day One, Congressional Caucuses


(not mandatory to run, but helpful to participate)
a. Congressional districts meet and elect their delegates & alternates

b. Voting is conducted by an open paper ballot (no secret ballots allowed)
c. Districts also elect their representative for the Electoral College

6. June 9 - State Convention Charleston Civic Center, Day One, Statewide Caucus

a. Platform discussed and voted on

b. Two at-large presidential electors elected

7. June 9 – State Executive Committee Meeting
a. State Ex. Comm. votes on 13 at-large positions
